By Air

Labuan is well-linked by air. It is accessible from Kuala Lumpur International Airport (KLIA), from Kota
Kinabalu International Airport (KKIA) and Miri Airport in Sarawak. Labuan is served by Malaysia Airlines,
MAS Wings as well as Air Asia.

By Sea

The Labuan International Ferry Terminal receives ferries from Sabah, Sarawak and Brunei Darussalam. The
journey from Kota Kinabalu, Sabah takes about 3 hours, from Sarawak (Lawas and Limbang) about 2 hours
and from Brunei Darussalam about one hour. Visitors from Sabah can also board the ferry that capable of
accommodating vehicles from Menumbok jetty. The journey takes about 2 hours from Menumbok to
Labuan.

Getting around Labuan

Getting around Labuan is relatively easy. The island’s excellent road network links Labuan’s main town with
other parts of the island. It just takes about an hour to go around the island by road. Car rental is popular
in Labuan but alternatively, 24 hour Call Taxi Services are also available.

For fresh seafood,
Just go to the wet market and during weeksnd, Labuan Walk Is filled
with stalls offering great bargalns for handicrafts, local delicacles,
agricultural produce and many more.

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A popular spot to relax, Pancur Hitam Beach oozes with tropical
charm with its shady trees and golden sands. There were a plenty
of food stalls for the sunset viewers to spend their time while waiting
for the sun to disappear from the horizon.
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This beach is where the House of Culture and Arts is located. Most
of the cultural activities will be held at the mini auditorium Inside the
bullaing. Along the beach and surrounding area, visitors may visit
the Peace Park, Surrender Point or enjoy some beach activities with
family and friends. There are also food stalls served Labuan's
famous satay, grilled chicken wings and many other local delights.
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The exhlbit displays the history and culture of Labuan. It covers the
pre-historic era of Labuan during Brunel Suttanate, British Colonial
Day, World War Il, Japanese Occupation, Independence Day and
the Declaration of Labuan as Federal Terrtory. Quiside the
museum, there are four old flame of the forest trees planted by the
Chinese, Malay, Indian and European communities in 1953 to mark
the coronation of Queen Elizabeth Il. Various stone plaques in the
square record historical events in Labuan. One announced the
changing of the island's name from Labuan to Maidashime, by
order of General Tojo who passed through Labuan in 1943.
Another commemorated both the landing of the 9th Division
Imperial Australian Forces on 10 June 1945 in Labuan. And also a
plaque to commemorate the 1846 handing over of Labuan by the
Brunei Sultanate to the British.
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This place is where most of the island's events and celebrations
being held. Labuan's flag together with other 13 flags of other
states in Malaysia as well as a taller flagpole carrying the Malaysian
fiag fly high on the raised stage in the square. On April 16, 1984,
Labuan was proclaimed the second Federal Territory of Malaysia.
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This 17 storey complex serves as one of the landmarks and the
commercial heartbeat of the Island. The complex Is self-contained
with areas for working, living, shopping, lelsure and convention. It
features a two-floor podium and three office towers. The podium
has more than 100 commercial and retail outlets, including a
supermarket and department store, boutiques and focd courts.
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Occupying 2.5 hectares of waterfront along JalanTanjung Purun,
the Labuan Intemational Sea Sports Complex plays host to the
annual Labuan International Sea Challenge and cther beach and
water-based activities. An architectural marvel, the complex consists
of three structures that are interconnected to a main viewing plaza
which include the Marine Museum, offices, restaurant and food stalls.
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About 5 minutes' drive from Labuan town, the Botanical Garden is
a well-timmed recreational park with old trees and beautiful
landscaping. It was previously the grounds of the Government Houses
locally known as "Bumbung 12", It was built in 1852, the house was
a long and low structure with an interesting roof design. Within the
garden lie two graveyards that are believed to be the oldest on the
island. One of them dates back to 1847, and is the final resting
place of Commander James A. Gordan of HMS Wolf. The other
grave |s that of Sergeant Adam C. Sutherland of the Royal Marines.
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Situated 2km off the southern part of Labuan island, this park
encompasses 10sq km of pristine waters and 3 secluded islets
namely Kuraman, Rusukan Besar and Rusukan Kecil. There are
long stretches of sandy beaches, reef atoll, mangrove, island
tropical jungle and quiet tidal pools await you.




World War Il and post war shipwrecks make Labuan an attractive
site for wreck diving. It can be arranged with the professional dive
operators. Labuan has four famous shipwrecks namely American,
Australian, Cement and Blue Water Wrecks. Among all wrecks,
Cement Wreck was dubbed as the most beautiful, colourful and )
photogenic wrack. | :
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When you are in Labuan, consider staying at a homestay as part of
your experience with the local cultures. Modest and laid back, these
homestays are situated in the village or kampong, where you will
feel like one of the locals as you participate in the village life.
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The clean, alluring and fun Sungai Labu homestay is situated about
12km from the town centre. The one thing that visitors will notice
and appreciate is the tranquility of the village and friendliness of the
locals. Staying at Sungai Labu homestay ensure an eventful trip for
locals and visitors alike, as there are lots of activities offered on the
daily package, which includes accommodations and meals. The
additional package includes preparing traditional food, making
ambuyat (local food made of rice flour), netting the traditional way,
cycling around the island and cultural shows of the Kadayan tribe.
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If you prefer to be closer to the nature, head to Kampung Bukit
Kuda, which translates to "Village of The Horse Hill", where the
majority of the locals are of Kadayan heritage. The Kadayan groups
are one of the many ethnic tribes from Sabah and they are well
known for their craftsmanship and hospitality, guarantesing a fun
and eventful trip when you are in Labuan. Bukit Kuda homestay is
8km away from the city and situated in the middle of Labuan Island.
Public transports provide easy access from Bukit Kuda homestay
to the downtown of Labuan and it offers attractive packages for
individuals and groups which include accommodation, meals and
fun yet attractive activities.
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Water village In the city, If you like the sea, 3km trip away from the
clty takes you right up to the water village of Patau-Patau Il water
village homestay. Here, the homestay offers an unforgettable
experience of staying among the Brunei Malays and familiarizing
oneself with local activities such as fishing and netting right at the
front door. This homestay appeals to all those who want to
experience the waves breaking below the floorboards and the
sea-faring lifestyle of the Brunei Malays. With few package options
to fulfil your needs, they all include accommodation, meals,
activities such as the cultural shows, local games and added fishing
activities at the nearby islands.
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The most renowned local desert is “Ceconut Pudding”, which is
unique to Labuan. Good coconut puddings can be found in most of
the restaurant in Labuan.

You may also want to try various local kuih, pastries, and cakes at
the weekend market known locally as Pasar Tani (Saturday and
Sunday) from moming till afternoon. Try kelupis and lamban (a food
made from pulut rice and coconut milk wrapped with either coconut
leaves for lamban or nyirk leaf for kelupis), Jelurut (@ sweet and
creamy colored local kuih wrapped with nipah or coconut leaf) and
batik cake.

Ancther local food in Labuan is punjung (made from rice flour), a
little cone-sized dessert with green jely-like filing wrapped in
banana leaves. Don't forget to try pulut panggang, made from
glutinous rice and dried shrimp. This pulut panggang is wrap by
banana leaves and grilled to cook.

Ambuyat is a famous staple food derived from Brunei-Malay
community. It Is made of sago starch and it can be eaten together
v« ther dishes and as a replacement of rice. It is tasteless but the
taste of ambuyat comes from variety of savouries such as mango
sambal or currles.
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Visit to Labuan would not be complete if you do not stop by to
Anjung Ketam. You would be expecting a flower crabs or while
stocks last. The catches are straight from the sea to the kitchen and
to your dinner plates. Anjung Ketam opened as early as 4.30pm or
earlier upon request. Advance booking are strongly recommended
because it always fully booked. For different taste from the local
cooks, we recommend you to try fried chili crab, steamed crab or
butter crab.
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This activity is popular and well known as “mengalil” among the
locals. Most of the weekends or free times are spent with friends
or family members for coastal fishing around the island.
